2012-2013 SnowPassTM lets you ski and ride three times at EACH 
participating ski area.
That means you get to ski or snowboard free three times at every one 
of your favourite ski areas; that’s a lot of free skiing and boarding!
Requirements are simple: You need to be 9 or 10 years old (born in 
2002 or 2003) or in Grade 4 or 5, living in Canada, and want to
experience this great winter sport. 
Beginner? All the better… all Grade 4s and 5s are welcome! 
Now for the small print:
Remember, you may only apply once for a SnowPass… either 
when you’re in Grade 4 or Grade 5. However, if you apply in grade 4 
your SnowPassTM is good for two years. 
Please note: Ski areas only sign up to participate for a single year
at a time. If any ski area chooses not to participate in the program 
after this season, we will inform you prior to next season.
See you on the slopes… Help us celebrate the 16th anniversary of 
the SnowPassTM program!
Great news you can now use your Grade 4 & 5 SnowPassTM card all 
across Canada!

 1  Check out www.snowpass.ca for instructions on how to use 

your SnowPass card as well as the restrictions, rules and
regulations.
While you’re there, check out all of the other cool things at 
www.snowpass.ca including photos, tips, deals, as well as 
amazing information about our participating ski areas, such as 
location, websites, black-out dates and restrictions. 

 2  Fill out the application – You can fi ll out the application attached 
to this brochure and mail it to the address below or save time 
and apply online at www.snowpass.ca

 3  Include a picture of the SnowPass™ applicant – Pictures should 
be approximately 2 X 2 in size and have only the child’s face 
(similar to a passport photo). As great as family portraits are, they 
do not necessarily look great on your child’s SnowPassTM card.

 4  Include proof of age or grade – This is so we know which grade 
to put on your child’s SnowPassTM card so please ensure you 
provide a photocopy of your child’s birth certifi cate or report card 
(last year’s report cards are great to use as well).

 5  Don’t forget to add payment! The administrative cost of $29.95 
(including taxes) allows the Canadian Ski Council (a not-for-profi t 
association) to coordinate the program, and includes things such 
as printing, programming and delivery of the cards. Please make 
cheque payable to the Canadian Ski Council.

 6  The only thing left to do 
now is mail it! Bundle up the 
above-mentioned items and 
send to:

 7  Just a minimal amount of 
time and the SnowPass is yours!
With 2 delivery options available you can choose which one suits 
you best!

  Regular Mail: – Mailed through Canada Post with general 
delivery time after processing of approx. 5-10 days.

  XpressPost: – Want a faster, more secure delivery? Upgrade 
your mail option to XpressPost which is delivered to your mail-
ing address in less time than normal mail! For as little as $8 
(+$29.95 admin. fee) for Eastern Canada and $13 (+$29.95) for 
Western Canada you can have your SnowPassTM in 1-5 business 
days from the time your application is processed. XpressPost 
envelopes can be tracked at canadapost.ca.
